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Presentacion

Este ejemplar es material de apoyo didactico, convertido en cuaderno de actividades de la Unidad
de Aprendizaje Optativa de Comprension Lectora de Textos en Inglés. Contiene una seleccion de
textos denominados auténticos en el ambito de la ensefianza del inglés que consisten en una serie
de lecturas publicadas en periddicos, libros, revistas fisicas y digitales del dominio publico, que
abordan temas de interés general sobre la ciencia, la naturaleza, el ser humano, las relaciones, la
familia, la educacion, el entretenimiento, los deportes, entre otros topicos de caracter social.

El proposito de abordar esta variedad de tdpicos a través de la comprension lectora es
entender y procesar informacién para fines de estudio, entretenimiento, consulta, o simplemente
para interactuar con el texto mediante el uso adecuado de estrategias de lectura. Aqui es importante
dejar claro que la lectura es un proceso comunicativo complejo de interaccion entre el texto y el
lector, quien se apropia de la informacidn, la ciencia, la técnica, a la vez que establece una relacion
entre esta y su educacion, experiencia personal y normalmente algunos conocimientos especificos
del tema y del texto escrito.

De acuerdo con Villalobos (2001), “la lectura debe ser considerada como una Serie de
transacciones entre el escritor y el lector teniendo como mediador el texto en un contexto social”.
De esa manera, interpretamos lo que leemos en términos de lo que ya conocemos, e integramos lo
que ya sabemos con el contenido de lo que estamos leyendo (Nunan, 1999). Es por eso que el papel
del lector estriba en una participacién activa en la que utiliza sus conocimientos previos del tema
para dar sentido y significado al texto en la lengua extranjera.

La lectura, desde el punto de vista de la comprension lectora, no debe ser vista como un
simple hecho mecéanico, sino como un proceso de reflexion critica acerca de lo que se lee, ya que
esta ultima “es requisito fundamental para procesar, elaborar y asimilar el conocimiento” (Ramirez
y Chacon, 2007). De hecho, es un recurso insustituible para el aprendizaje, ya que leyendo no solo
se amplian los conocimientos, sino que se adquieren habilidades para sintetizar, interpretar,
analizar, reflexionar y emitir juicios, lo cual desarrolla a los individuos como seres autbnomos
capaces de interactuar con otros miembros de la comunidad global.

La eleccion de los textos fue hecha en base al tema tratado en el programa de estudio del
curso-taller y la competencia a desarrollar. También se considerd el tipo de inglés usado, en este
caso Inglés General, el nivel gramatical del lenguaje usado, el vocabulario que contienen y los
ejercicios que pudieran disefiarse en torno a ellos.

En esta unidad de aprendizaje como estudiante desarrollaras las habilidades de comprensién
lectora en textos en inglés, mediante la aplicacion adecuada de estrategias de lectura y uso del

informacidn contenida en textos en inglés.

Este cuaderno de actividades de aprendizaje comprende seis tematicas diferentes enfocadas al
contexto social, educativo y cultural de tu entorno de aprendizaje, con el propésito de poner en
practica las siguientes estrategias de comprension lectora:



Identificacidn de elementos gramaticales.

Comprensidn para obtener informacion general (Skimming).
Comprension para obtener informacion especifica (Scanning).
Identificacion de vocabulario.

La primera de las estrategias mencionadas, te servira para desarrollar la identificacion de
elementos gramaticales, lo cual consiste en la observacion de la gramética contenida en el texto;
con esto se pretende identificar las formas sintacticas empleadas, por ejemplo: verbo to be, tiempo
presente, pasado o futuro, colocaciones, entre otros.

La segunda de las estrategias te servira para desarrollar la comprension lectora para obtener

informacion general del texto a través de una lectura rapida y superficial (skimming). Esta
informacion puede ser la idea principal de un parrafo, el nombre del autor, alguna fecha, algun
nombre de persona o lugar relevante en el texto, para contestar los ejercicios.(Brown, 1994).
La tercera estrategia te servird para desarrollar la busqueda de informacién especifica en un texto
(scanning), que consiste en la lectura cuidadosa y profunda del mismo, por ejemplo: la descripcion
de una persona o lugar, el evento sucedido en determinada fecha, la opinién de una o varias
personas, conceptos y otros.

La cuarta estrategia te servira para desarrollar la habilidad de identificacion de vocabulario,
que consiste en la observacion del vocabulario del texto con el fin de determinar a qué partes del
discurso pertenece, tales como: verbos, adverbios, sustantivos, adjetivos, pronombres, articulos,
preposiciones o conjunciones.

Proposito del Cuaderno de Actividades

La lectura de los textos incluidos en este cuaderno de actividades y la ejecucion de los ejercicios
correspondientes, te ayudara a desarrollar habilidad para la comprension lectora de textos en inglés
general, mediante la aplicacion de diversas estrategias de lectura, procedimientos de construccion
sintactica y uso del vocabulario en contexto.



Las estrategias de lectura que esencialmente se abordan son: predecir informacion, leer
rapidamente para conocer la idea general del texto, deducir significado del texto a través de
cognados (palabras transparentes), identificar e interpretar los referentes de tiempo, género,
nlimero y espacio que te permitiran iniciarte en la interpretacion y procesamiento de la informacion
asi como desarrollar mayor respeto y tolerancia hacia otras culturas.

Encuadre

La lectura debe ser considerada como un proceso fundamental para el logro de individuos criticos,
autonomos y reflexivos; ésta no debe ser concebida como una habilidad pasiva, ya que esta
relacionada con el procesamiento de la lengua escrita (Nunan, 1999); es decir, procesamiento de
ideas generadas por otros y que son transmitidas a través del lenguaje escrito.

Esta antologia constituye una seleccion de textos cortos en inglés referentes al entorno
social, econdmico, cultural, cientifico y tecnoldgico de diferentes paises. Los ejercicios planteados
al final de cada lectura corresponden al desarrollo de cada una de las estrategias de lectura
incluidas. Al mismo tiempo, este tipo de actividades de aprendizaje contribuyen al desarrollo de
estructuras mentales para la comprension lectora.

Por tanto, se espera que a lo largo de tu formacion profesional te apoyes en estas estrategias como
herramienta de estudio y consulta.

Comentarios sobre la lectura

Tal vez una de las formas mas efectivas para ser un buen lector es, saber cuando aplicar el tipo
adecuado de estrategia de comprension lectora. Por lo que es necesario que sepas que debes hacer
en cada caso. Por ejemplo, para entender recados, articulos cientificos, relatos, novelas, revistas,
periodicos, deberas aplicar la lectura rapida y superficial para identificar el texto de interés.

Asimismo, si quieres estudiar para un examen, entonces, deberias hacer una lectura profunda
y a consciencia, y al mismo tiempo, ubicar las ideas claves, que te permitan identificar conceptos
claros en cada pérrafo, donde usualmente encontraras puntos especificos sobre el tema. Es ahi
donde podrés identificar la idea del texto.

Otras recomendaciones

1.  Enlos ejercicios de lecturas que se presenta este cuaderno de actividades, es necesario que
tengas siempre a la mano un diccionario Inglés-Espafol-Inglés lo cual te permitira consultar
el vocabulario desconocido, conocer la morfologia de la palabra buscada, conocer la
ortografia del termino, familiarizarse con el lenguaje de uso comun en paises anglosajones
(por ejemplo, yardas, pies, galones, pulgadas, etc.) entre otra serie de conceptos culturales,
sociales y politicos que estan implicitos en la comprension lectora de textos en ingles.

Psychosocial effects of Ebolat

Ebola a disease that is highly lethal brings other problems besides sick and death people, it has a
parallel social process called stigma.

To avoid been stigmatized many people give false information about their traveling,
contributing to the contamination of others because they do not want to be associated with Ebola.
Others,- the very few people who slowly recuperate from the disease-, find it difficult to return to
their normal activities and neighborhood because their neighbors, relatives or coworkers look at
them suspiciously because they are afraid. These people fear that they themselves might instantly
get the virus from the recovered Ebola victims who don't feel rapidly accepted by their social or
family circle. All these problems are the after effects of a disease like Ebola. These recovered
patients say that returning to their communities is worse than the disease.

On the other hand, health workers are alarmed by the news where they can see that many
infected patients are nurses, doctors, and social workers or hospital staffs who is helping the
victims and that also die. There is an enormous risk for caregivers some of which quickly abandon
their jobs, and the ones who stay to help, are stigmatized immediately. Many people fear them
thinking that they have the virus and will gradually infect others.

Why do people stigmatize others? It's because they fear something, something that people
sense as dangerous. However, the interesting thing about fear is that it is a two side coin; instead
of fear, in other people it produces altruism. This altruism is what keeps many people helping
others.

Many health workers around the world are afraid to help and it shows in the little worldwide
response, but opposite to this human reaction there are the Cuban doctors who are responding in
an extraordinary way by the hundreds. So even countries respond to crisis in different ways, some
allow the entrance of people who come from the infected countries while others don’t.

By their age, by their size, by their majestic beauty, the sequoias of California’s coast and Sierra
represent nature’s supreme achievement in the evolution of trees. No other race of trees comes
close to matching them. Nowhere else on earth are there groves or forests that compare with
California’s stands of sequoias.

Because of the sequoias’ prominence, because so many superlatives apply fittingly to both
species, and because the two types live naturally in California and nowhere else (except a few
coast redwoods in extreme southwestern Oregon), it is normal that some confusion between the
two should have resulted in people’s minds. Many probably assume that the coast and Sierra giants
are the same tree, growing in two different localities. They are not. There is sufficient difference
between them, in fact, for some botanists to have suggested that the Sierra Big Tree be given a
different generic name, Sequoia Dendron giganteum instead of Sequoia gigantea, reserving the
name Sequoia (sempervirens) for its cousin of the coast. The coast and Sierra giant trees are the
biggest of all living things, and nearly the oldest, except for the fantastic gnarled bristlecone pine
with a maximum lifespan of 4,000 years. The greatest recorded age, by actual ring count, of a coast
redwood is 2,200 years. Hundreds of mature redwoods are more than 25 feet through at the base,
and many reach 30 to 32 feet; the General Grant, the world’s thickest tree, has a diameter of 40.3
feet and circumference of 107.6. The General Sherman tree, presumed to be the world’s largest
living thing, weighs an estimated 6,167 tons; one of its limbs is larger than most of the trees in the
Rocky Mountains.
